
What Islam means to women 
Based on Muhammad’s farewell address compared to Ephesians 5:22-33 

Part 1 
 

Living in our politically correct society, I have begun to fear the ignorance of most when it comes to 
Islam and it’s impending impact on women in our society.  Even the Islam that exists in this country is 
so sanitized that most do not realize what will happen if Islam gains a significant voice in our society.  
The entire relationship of men and women will change.  
 
Elijah once made an incredible proclamation in determining who had the right to be called, and 
worshipped as God.  “Elijah came near to all the people and said, "How long {will} you hesitate 
between two opinions? If the Jehovah is God, follow Him; but if Baal, follow him." But the people did 
not answer him a word.”  I King 18:21 
 
In a very similar and appropriate manner we amend Elijah’s obvious ancient choice.  If Jehovah is 
God, follow Him, but if Allah, follow him!   
 
The purpose of this study will be to determine from the “sacred writings” of Islam what this will mean.  
One is compelled to observe that wherever in the world that Islam reigns, women are forced into the 
shadows.  Slavery and degradation follow (literally!) 
 

In his farewell sermon Muhammad  summarizes his message to 
mankind.  I have chosen two sections of that sermon to set the stage 
for this study.   

1) “O people: verily you owe your women their rights, and they owe 
you yours. They may not lay with another men in your beds, let 
anyone into your houses you do not want without your permission, or 
commit indecency. If they do, Allah has given you leave to debar 
them, send them from your beds, or [finally] strike them in a way that 
does no harm. But if they desist, and obey you, then you must provide 
for them and clothe them fittingly. The women who live with you are 
like captives, unable to manage for themselves: you took them as a 
trust from Allah, and enjoyed their sex as lawful through a word 

[legal ruling] from Allah. So fear Allah in respect to women, and concern yourselves with their 
welfare. Have I given the message? -- O Allah, be my witness.”    http://muslim-canada.org/farewell.htm 

2)  Islam is a religion that is forbidden to change.  (I am not taking issue with this, only noting that 
“true Islam” is described in Muhammad’s farewell sermon) , “O People, no prophet or apostle will 
come after me and no new faith will be born. Reason well, therefore, O People, and understand words 
which I convey to you. I leave behind me two things, the QURAN and my example, the SUNNAH and 
if you follow these you will never go astray.”   http://www.answers.com/topic/the-farewell-sermon 

 

This sermon has been labeled the Khutbatul Wada  delivered shortly before he died.on the ninth day 
of Dhu al-Hijjah, 10 A.H. (632 CE).  Sometimes the Koran is both contradictory and confusing.    
Some of the early passages often called the Madena passages are a little more conciliatory, but the late 
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Muhammad show the true character of the man and the true character of Islam. Since it is not in 
chronological order, determining the difference is sometimes difficult.   

Notice that what is presented to the west is often a “cleaned up” version of Islam.  The block of text 
from Muhammad’s sermon above is from Muslim sources.  For our first exercise let’s notice this 
version of the same sermon as posted on Wikipedia.  This is an edited, toned down version for western 
consumption…  

“  O People, It is true that you have certain rights in regard to your women, but they also have rights over you. 
Remember that you have taken them as your wives, only under Allah's trust and with His permission. If they abide 
by your right then to them belongs the right to be fed and clothed in kindness. Do treat your women well and be 
kind to them, for they are your partners and committed helpers. And it is your right that they do not make friends 
with anyone of whom you do not approve, as well as never to be unchaste.  

What is left out? _____________________________________________ 

One matter beyond any dispute, this farewell sermon characterizes clearly the “final” stance of Islam 
toward women.  Let’s digest it together.  

1) It is addressed to the males “you.” You owe your women their rights, and they owe you yours.  
Islam claims to be a balanced revelation.  Let’s determine what this “balance” means. 

2) “They” (women) may not lay with another men in your beds, let anyone into your houses you do not 
want without your permission, or commit indecency.” 

 A)  Note that Islam is fundamentally based on an “us against them” mentality.  This extends 
even into the home.  Within the Islamic approach to marriage “we” is not really the equation.  You and 
they is the mentality.   

 B) Note the seclusion of women is fundamentally based in Islam.   

Why do you go to a Muslim country and find women forbidden to drive?  Why do they have no voice? 
Obviously Muhammad did not address whether it is proper for women to have a driver’s license.  What 
he did address is that their judgment was not to be trusted.  My closest confidant in life is my wife of 
30+ years.  I want her advice and treasure it.  Ultimately in Islam this is ridiculous.  

 C)  The restriction on adultery and indecency is not unique.  (nor should it be!)  

3)  “. If they do, Allah has given you leave to debar them, send them from your beds, or [finally] strike 
them in a way that does no harm.”  The beating of women, is proper behavior within the home. 
Muhammad’s instructions could be compared to, “don’t leave any marks.” (except that marks seem to 
be ok.)  This principle comes up repeatedly in the Hadith as well. Islam clerics have tried to explain 
this in very different ways.  It really depends on whether they are speaking to an “insider” or a 
westerner how strongly this principle is explained.  

 Debar means to banish.    Note that the Koran directly 
describes this mentality repeatedly. 
 “Surah 004.034 Men are in charge of women, 
because Allah hath made the one of them to  excel the other, 
and because they spend of their property (for the support of 
women). So good women are the obedient, guarding in 
secret that which Allah hath guarded. As for those from 
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whom ye fear rebellion, admonish them and banish them to beds apart, and scourge them. Then if 
they obey you, seek not a way against them. Lo! Allah is ever High, Exalted, Great.” 
 
038.043 And take in your hand a green branch and beat her with It and do not break your oath; surely 
We found him patient; most excellent the servant! Surely he was frequent m returning (to Allah). 
 
 Please note that she doesn’t actually need to do anything.  The husband only needs to fear what 
she will do.  Banish her to her room till she dies is an integral part of modern Islam.  I recall a case 
where an American lady’s ex-husband absconded to Egypt with their kids.   She went to Egypt to try to 
get them back.  However under Sharia (Islamic law) even though they had divorced in this country that 
divorce was not recognized in Egypt.  She faced lifelong incarceration by the husband (banishing to 
beds apart) or stoning.

Here is an online link to a Iranian stoning.  Unlike the more ancient versions of stoning as found in the 
OT.  Today’s stonings regulate little rocks to drag out the pain. The reality of this is hard to fathom. 
 
4)  The women who live with you are like captives, unable to manage for themselves:  
 As I read through this, I must confess what comes to mind is the slavery that existed in this 
country 150 years ago.  I have always wondered how anyone espousing Christianity could own slaves 
with what the Bible taught about respect.  It seems hypocritical doesn’t it?  People have always been 
very good at shutting out what they do not wish to know.  
   Note here however, Muhammad not only promoted various kinds of slavery in the name of 
God (true Islam still does.)… Muhammad actually reduced women to mere slaves of their husbands.  
A woman in the literal last address of Muhammad is given to a man as a captive or slave.  Note the 

subtle justification for this is the same justification 
often used for slavery here 150+ years ago.  (Unable 
to manage for themselves).   
 
This is far different than the mere subjection taught by 
Christianity.  Things that within the realm of 
Christianity have come to be taken for granted as 
“entitlements”  are not a part of Islam. For example, 
for a Christian to lie to his wife, or to treat her without 
respect is hypocritical. 
 In fact Peter threatened Christian men that they 
would lose their souls if they mistreated their wives… 

“You husbands in the same way, live with {your wives} in an understanding way, as with someone 
weaker, since she is a woman; and show her honor as a fellow heir of the grace of life, so that your 
prayers will not be hindered.”  I Peter 3:7  i.e a failure to show your wife “honor” within Christianity 
means a Christian man cannot even pray…  
 
 The Muslim counterpart of this? It is ordained by Allah that you can lie to your wife, to make 
her happy!  “It is unlawful to lie, except when making up between two people, or lying to an enemy in 
war, or to one’s wife. It is also unlawful to praise or blame another with an untruth. The Prophet (Allah 
bless him and give him peace) said, “Lying is wrong, except in three things: the lie of a man to his 
wife to make her content with him; a lie in war, for war is deception; or a lie to settle trouble 
between people” (Ahmad, 6.459. H).” 
 Note that the other two acceptable lies are of significant relevance to today’s headlines aren’t 
they? We see peace overtures and then immediate breaking of these peace overtures… “war is 
deception!”   
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 Is a marriage where it is acceptable to tell your wife anything needed to just make her happy a 
“solid” marriage?  Not from a Christian perspective!  
 
Now compare the Islamic attitude to a summary statement concerning marriage within Christianity.   
Ephesians 5 
“22.  Wives, {be subject} to your own husbands, as to the Lord. 
 23.  For the husband is the head of the wife, as Christ also is the head of the church, He Himself 
{being} the Savior of the body. 
 24.  But as the church is subject to Christ, so also the wives {ought to be} to their husbands in 
everything. 
 25.  Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself up for her, 
 26.  so that He might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the washing of water with the word, 
 27.  that He might present to Himself the church in all her glory, having no spot or wrinkle or any such 
thing; but that she would be holy and blameless. 
 28.  So husbands ought also to love their own wives as their own bodies. He who loves his own wife 

loves himself; 
 29.  for no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and 
cherishes it, just as Christ also {does} the church, 
 30.  because we are members of His body. 
 31.  FOR THIS REASON A MAN SHALL LEAVE HIS 
FATHER AND MOTHER AND SHALL BE JOINED TO HIS 
WIFE, AND THE TWO SHALL BECOME ONE FLESH. 
 32.  This mystery is great; but I am speaking with reference to 
Christ and the church. 
 33.  Nevertheless, each individual among you also is to love his 
own wife even as himself, and the wife must {see to it} that she 
respects her husband. 
 
Note that Husbands are the head of their homes within 
Christianity, but that headship is far different than the “headship” 
of Islam.   
 
Note vs 24 “Husbands, love your wives,”    
As a simple exercise go to any online Koran and do a word 
search….. see if a Muslim is ever commanded to “love” his wife.    

Here is a link to an online Koran with a good search engine connected to it.  
http://www.hti.umich.edu/k/koran/simple.html    
 
Love will come up 82 x … now search and compare “not love.” 27x .  What does this show?  Nearly 
half of all the teaching in the Koran referring to love is actually telling about what not to love or what 
Allah does not love.  The positive teaching of love is not a fundamental part of the Koran’s teaching.  
It does have a few passing examples but it is not the core value of the Koran.   (And it is certainly not 
the core teaching, relevant to  husbands and wives!) 
 
By comparison the Bible has the simple word “love” in it 310 of it’s verses. i.e. nearly 5x! (Note my 
search engine only figures on the basis of verses.  It often has love 2x in the same verse) when you 
start adding the variants it literally explodes.  “Loves” (62vs)  “loved” (86vs) etc.  This is a graphic and 
fundamental difference between teaching of the Bible of Christianity and the Koran of Islam.   
 
Even the tell tale “Not Love”  will show up as a graphic difference.  In the Bible, you will find that a 
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large number of those phrases are actually admonishments to love in a real way, “Little children, let us 
not love with word or with tongue, but in deed and truth.” I John 3:18 
 
Now, Husbands love your wives… by locking them up and beating them where it doesn’t show? NO!   
Ephesians 5:25.  “Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself up 
for her.”   
 
A husband is literally expected to give himself for his family.  Note the core teaching here is very 
different from the core of Islam.  These are both summaries of the values behind each religion.  Jesus’ 
death on the cross is the model for a husband.  
 
Compare these two statements…  
 “Allah has given you leave to debar them, send them from your beds, or [finally] strike them in a way 
that does no harm” 
 
Ephesians 5:28-29 So husbands ought also to love their own wives as their own bodies. He who loves 
his own wife loves himself; for no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as 
Christ also {does} the church 
 
Both Allah of Islam and Jehovah of Christianity claim to have created the world.  Both are presented 
as if they care about said creation.  Which statement is more consistent with caring about the welfare 
of a woman? _____________________ 
 
I am the father of a wonderful daughter and I have one granddaughter.  My daughter is married, my 
granddaughter is young.  With no other considerations, which religious environment would be the most 
desirable to entrust the welfare of either my daughter, granddaughter or your daughter or 
granddaughter? ________________________   
 
Is physical violence inflicted on a woman in the home considered to be abuse or discipline in an 

Islamic home? _________________   
 
Add this point to the consideration.   
Ephesians 5:26.  so that He might sanctify her, having 
cleansed her by the washing of water with the word   
 
This passage is a little abstract for a concrete practical study 
such as this.  The absence of physical violence in his dealing 
with her is obvious from the block of text included above.   
 

Now focus on Jesus’ described behavior in the phrase “sanctify her” the term sanctify means to set 
apart in a special way.  It is the same term from which we get our term holy, and saint.  Cleanse her… 
Christ cleansed the church through His own blood… not hers!   By the word….  Note that Jesus did 
not pound the church into submission.  Gave of Himself and spoke (through the word).  
So now note the distinction in the methods of husbands and wives in the daily business of living.   
 
By the word…. Where is the reason, discipline, and direction for the family to be obtained and 
directed?  Through a beating or through reason and common ground achieved through the mind? 
__________________  
 
Now let’s focus on the bold portion of our passage… The Muslim’s example is Muhammad.  The 
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Christian’s is Christ.   
Ephesians  
28.  So husbands ought also to love their own wives as their own bodies. He who loves his own wife 
loves himself; 
 29.  for no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as Christ also {does} the 
church, 
 
With this in mind focus on this part of the text, “for no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and 
cherishes it”   and compare it to Muhammad’s “Strike them in a way that does no harm.”  
 
If you are the parent of a daughter, which direction would you send your children? ________________  
Is it any wonder that with the decline of the Christian home there has been a rise in violence? _______ 
 
Now let’s compare Muhammad’s summary statement to yet another command of the NT.   
“Allah has given you leave to debar them, send them from your beds, or [finally] strike them in a way 
that does no harm” 
 
Colossians 3:18-19 
Wives, be subject to your husbands, as is fitting in the Lord. Husbands love your wives and do not be 
embittered against them. 
 
Note that Paul’s command is not unique to the church of Ephesus, but consistent.  This discussion in 
Colossians is shorter. Obviously Paul does not instruct us to pound our wives into submission mentally 
(Debarring or banishment from the bedroom while we seek sexual gratification elsewhere).  Just as 
obviously Paul forbids the same thing physically.  That said, Paul actually goes a step further and 
forbids us to even be? __________________ Would this include the cold shoulder or silent treatment?  
_______________ He is commanding an emotion, note that love is commanded, and 
_______________ is forbidden.  Is satisfaction in marriage deemed to be a choice? 
___________________   If a Christian struck his wife would he be a hypocrite?   ________________   
If a Muslim struck his wife would he be a hypocrite? _________   
 
It is significant that this fundamental philosophical difference is pervasive.  For example for a 
Christian to pick up a gun and kill in the name of Jesus is forbidden (hypocrisy).  For a Muslim to do 
the same is demanded.  Surah 47.4: When you meet the unbelievers, strike off their heads; then when 
you have made wide slaughter among them, carefully tie up the remaining captives.  
 
Now let’s consider Muhammad’s summary statement of the environment of married life:  
The women who live with you are like captives, unable to manage for themselves: you took them as a 
trust from Allah, and enjoyed their sex as lawful through a word [legal ruling] from Allah. 
 
Consider this summary from Peter 
I Peter 3:7.  You husbands in the same way, live with {your wives} in an understanding way, as with 
someone weaker, since she is a woman; and show her honor as a fellow heir of the grace of life, so that 
your prayers will not be hindered. 
 
Compare the “Unable to manager for themselves” to “ In and understanding way.”  Is there an 
underlying presumption in Christianity that a woman has only ½ the intelligence of a man?  _______ 
Compare “live with you like a captive” to “show her honor as a fellow heir of the grace of life.”  Both 
Islam and Christianity teach subjection for women in marriage.  What that means is obviously miles 
apart.    If a Christian man does not show his wife honor what does he lose? _____________________ 
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What does the weakness of  Peter’s summary refer to? A) physically weaker or b) mentally weaker?

What Islam means to women 
The Example of Muhammad’s domestic life 

“Verily in the messenger of Allah ye have a good example for him who looketh unto Allah and the 
Last Day, and remembereth Allah much.”  (The Koran, Surah 33.021) 

Part 2  
 

In some ways Muhammad is to Islam what Jesus is to Christianity.  He is the ultimate example of 
dealing with the other in marriage.  Let’s take a look at Muhammad’s example.  In the first study we 

noted the type of example Jesus provided.  Let’s see in practice 
what it means to follow Muhammad.  
 
We have already noted “how” Muhammad taught to lead your 
family and forcibly subject your wife.  Here are some of the 
examples of him doing it.  Aisha is thought to have been his 
favorite wife.  He married her at age 6 (disputed in some 
circles).  He consummated the marriage with her at age 9 
(virtually undisputed!)  Most of us would view the picture at 
left as a father daughter picture.  It could actually be a husband 
and wife within Islam.  In fact the man is too young to be 
Muhammad.  Aisha (spelling varies)  is the author of these next 
examples… 
 

"The Messenger of God married me in Shawwal in the tenth year after of his prophethood, three years before the Migration 

as I was six years old. I was nine years old when he consummated the marriage with me.     Tabaqat, 8:58; Abu Dawud, 

Nikah 34; Ansab al-ashraf, 1:410; Usd al-ghaba, 5:501  

 

Sahih Bukhari. Volume 7, Book 72, Number 715.  

"Ayesha said "I have not seen anyone suffering as much as the believing women. Look! Her skin is greener than 

her clothes!"" [ 

The reference to “green skin” is the bruising that follows the beatings in 

Muhammad’s household.  Notice that even his “favorite” bride was 

subjected to the physical reprimands of a child, only the blows were not 

those of a spanking….  She describes a punch in the chest, then Muhammad 

defends his actions. 

      Sahih Muslim, Book 4, Number 2127: 

"-He [Mohammad] struck me [Ayesha] on the chest which caused me pain, and then said: Did 

you think that Allah and His Apostle would deal unjustly with you?"  

Muhammad did put a safeguard in there for women though. . .

Volume 7, Book 62, Number 132: Narrated 'Abdullah bin Zam'a:  

The Prophet said, "None of you should flog his wife as he flogs a slave and then have sexual 

intercourse with her in the last part of the day."  

Muhammad intimidates one of  his elderly wives (Sawdah bint Zam'ah)  into giving up her wifely 
rights in favor of Aisha. (The younger wife mentioned above.) 
Note this seemingly confusing passage from the Koran’s Surah on women (4).   
004.128 If a woman feareth ill treatment from her husband, or desertion, it is no sin for them twain if they make 
terms of peace between themselves. Peace is better. But greed hath been made present in the minds (of men). 
If ye do good and keep from evil, lo! Allah is ever Informed of what ye do. 
004.129 Ye will not be able to deal equally between (your) wives, however much ye wish (to do so). But turn not 
altogether away (from one), leaving her as in suspense. If ye do good and keep from evil, lo! Allah is ever 
Forgiving, Merciful. 
004.130 But if they separate, Allah will compensate each out of His abundance. Allah is ever All-Embracing, All-
Knowing. 
 

In the background Sawd has become old.  She was once one of this favorites and has been with him for 
a long time.  His original wife Kadijah is dead.  Muhammad finds that he is no longer sexually 
attracted to her.  Because of her age and obvious inabililty to compete with the younger girls of the 
harem, Muhammad is about to divorce her.  She cooks up a deal.  She will let Aisha have Sawd’s 
prescribed night with Muhammad if Muhammad won’t divorce her in her old age.  Muhammad takes 
the offer and gets another of his special revelations from Allah to justify it.  “It is no sin for them twain 
if they make terms of peace.”  i.e. If the older woman trades her right to a husband to a younger 
woman in order to retain a roof over her head in her old age.   
 
Aisha considered Sawd’s desperate bargain an act of love rather the hopeless acceptance of futility. 
Aisha’s thoughts were preserved in the Hadith. 
Book 008, Number 3451:  

'A'isha (Allah be pleased with her) reported: Never did I find any woman more loving to me than Sauda bint Zam'a. I wished I 
could be exactly like her who was passionate. As she became old, she had made over her day (which she had to spend) 
with Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) to 'A'isha. She said: I have made over my day with you to 'A'isha. So 
Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) allotted two days to 'A'isha, her own day (when it was her turn) and that of 
Sauda. 

It is interesting that Aisha didn’t take it the same way when women kept throwing themselves at 
Muhammad.  Note her very different reaction when Allah gave Muhammad similar “convenient” 
revelations.  
Book 008, Number 3453:  

'A'isha (Allah be pleased with her) reported: I felt jealous of the women who offered themselves to Allah's Messenger (may 
peace be upon him) and said:  

Then when Allah, the Exalted and Glorious, revealed this:" You may defer any one of them you wish, and take to yourself 
any you wish; and if you desire any you have set aside (no sin is chargeable to you)" (xxxiii. 51), 

 I ('A'isha.) said: It seems to me that your Lord h astens to satisfy your desire.” 

Ouch!  Muhammad gets a revelation from Allah that he can have most any woman he wants… Aisha 
notes that this sounds might convienent!  

Read Malachi 2:13-17 We’ll have more to say on this Old Testament passage.  Would it be fair to say 
that this specific behavior is directly forbidden to the followers of Jehovah? ___________________

Malachi was written in approximately 400 BC Muhammad ruled in the 600’s ad.  Did Muhammad 
improve or weaken the security of women in their old age? _________________  What specific things 
within Islam must an older woman be prepared to give up? ___________________  To those 
worshipping Jehovah, If a husband deals thus with his older wife, what will he give 
up?_____________    

 

 
Muhammad takes his son’s wife  because Zeyd (his son)  is done with her!  

This mentality of using women then tossing them when you are tired of them is a fundamental 
assumption of Islam.  It is inconsistent with the concept of the eternity of woman hood and her being 
the first gift to mankind by a loving creator… but it is the underlying assumption of Islam.  
(From the Koran) 
 033.036 And it becometh not a believing man or a believing woman, when Allah and His messenger 
have decided an affair (for them), that they should (after that) claim any say in their affair; and 
whoso is rebellious to Allah and His messenger, he verily goeth astray in error manifest. 
033.037 And when thou _adist unto him on whom Allah hath conferred favour and thou hast conferred 
favour: Keep thy wife to thyself, and fear Allah. And thou didst hide in thy mind that which Allah was 
to bring to light, and thou didst fear mankind whereas Allah hath a better right that thou shouldst fear 
Him. So when Zeyd had performed that necessary formality (of divorce) from her, We gave her unto 
thee in marriage, so that (henceforth) there may be no sin for believers in respect of wives of their 
adopted sons, when the latter have performed the necessary formality (of release) from them. The 
commandment of Allah must be fulfilled. 
033.038 There is no reproach for the Prophet in that which Allah maketh his due. That was Allah’s 
way with those who passed away of old – and the commandment of Allah is certain destiny  
 
Note that Zeyd (Muhammad’s adopted son) had no say in this matter vs 36.  After a necessary 
formality (some translations are a little more crass, “after he is done with her”) vs 37, Muhammad 
was “given” Zeyd’s wife, by Allah (Not Zeyd)!   There is no reproach allowed by Allah vs 38. 
 
Note that for this section I have largely dropped bible comparisons.  The reason is because there really 
aren’t any!  Among God’s people, women ceased to be viewed as property before the end of the Old 
Testament.  Jesus, through the New Testament, moved the world forward in a massive way.   
 
I Peter 3:7.  You husbands in the same way, live with {your wives} in an understanding way, as with 
someone weaker, since she is a woman; and show her honor as a fellow heir of the grace of life, so 
that your prayers will not be hindered. 
 
They became “fellow heirs” in the new.  The whole idea of handing women around on a whim is 
unfathomable to the Christian mind.   
 
I Corinthians 5 is the closest New Testament example we have to the above Islamic behavior: 
“1.  It is actually reported that there is immorality among you, and immorality of such a kind as does 
not exist even among the Gentiles, that someone has his father’s wife. 
 2.  You have become arrogant and have not mourned instead, so that the one who had done this deed 
would be removed from your midst. 
 3.  For I, on my part, though absent in body but present in spirit, have already judged him who has so 
committed this, as though I were present. 
 4.  In the name of our Lord Jesus, when you are assembled, and I with you in spirit, with the power of 
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our Lord Jesus, 
 5.  {I have decided} to deliver such a one to Satan for the destruction of his flesh, so that his spirit 
may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.” 
 
Those coming out of Paganism had a case of a fellow living with his father’s wife, rather than an 
adoptive father taking his son’s wife.  As you can see, the whole matter is condemned.   
I Corinthians 6 
9.  Or do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be 
deceived; neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor homosexuals, 
 10.  nor thieves, nor {the} covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor swindlers, will inherit the 
kingdom of God. 
 11.  Such were some of you; but you were washed, but you were sanctified, but you were justified in 
the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and in the Spirit of our God. 
 
Within Christianity, fornication is fornication.  At the end of the day, it will still be fornication…

Part 3 
 

Two other areas of  great divide between Islam and Christianity relevant to the standing of women are 
1) protection of a woman’s right to say no  2) The overall presumption of the inherent competence of a 
woman.   

 
Most do not realize that Muhammad actually promoted slavery 
expecially sexual slavery.  Christianity restricted it and eventually 
rejected it.  Muhammad promoted it.   For Christians to “force” slaves 
into fornication is repulsive to the entire concept of Christian respect 
for their fellow man… Muslims on the other hand have kept much of 
this alive in their part of the world.   
 

Here the mob traffics in women. Note the vastly differing mindset of Islam. 
 
Koran Surah 4:24. “Also (forbidden are) women already married, except those (captives and slaves) 
whom your right hands possess. Thus has Allah ordained for you 
Note straight from the Koran, that it is not:  1) Rape, 2) Adultery, or even 3) Fornication to force your 
attentions on either captives or slaves!  Read on…..  
 
Book 29, Number 29.32.99:  

Yahya related to me from Malik from Damra ibn Said al-Mazini from al-Hajjaj ibn Amr 
ibn Ghaziya that he was sitting with Zayd ibn Thabit when Ibn Fahd came to him. He 
was from the Yemen. He said, “Abu Said! I have slave-girls. None of the wives in my 
keep are more pleasing to me than them, and not all of them please me so much that I 
want a child by them, shall I then _adist_e coitus interruptus?” Zayd ibn Thabit said, 
“Give an opinion, Hajjaj!” “I said, ‘May Allah forgive you! We sit with you in order to 
learn from you!’ He said, ‘Give an opinion! ‘I said, ‘She is your field, if you wish, 
water it, and if you wish, leave it thirsty. I heard that from Zayd.’ Zayd said, ‘He has 
spoken the truth.’ “  
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Book 29, Number 29.32.100:  

Yahya related to me from Malik from Humayd ibn Qays al-Makki that a man called 
Dhafif said that Ibn Abbas was asked about coitus interruptus. He called a slave-girl of 
his and said, “Tell them.” She was embarrassed. He said, “It is alright, and I do it 
myself.”  

Malik said, “A man does not _adist_e coitus interruptus with a free woman unless she 
gives her permission. There is no harm in _adist_e_g coitus interruptus with a 
slave-girl without her permission. Someone who has someone else’s slave-girl as a 
wife, does not _adist_e coitus interruptus with her unless her people give him 
permission.”  

Look closely at the conclusion of the second quote.  If you wish to engage in sexual activity with a 
slave does she have to give her permission?  _________ What if she is not YOUR slave?  ______   
 
Would it be fair to say that there is justification for saying that within Islam you can trade off women 
with or without THEIR  permission? _____________________   
 
How do modern Muslims explain this?  There is a pro-Muslim website out of South Africa that 
selectively answers questions called, “Ask an Imam.”  They received this question from America  

“Is having a Slave (girl) for sex now days is allowed?” 

“It may, superficially, appear distasteful to copula te with a woman who is not a man's legal wife, but 
once Shariat makes something lawful, we have to acc ept it as lawful, whether it appeals to our taste, or 
not;  and whether we know its underlying wisdom or not. It is necessary for a Muslim to be acquainted with the 
laws of Shariat, but it is not necessary for him to delve into each law in order to find the underlying wisdom of 
these laws because knowledge of the wisdom of some of the laws may be beyond his puny comprehension. 
Allah Ta'ala has said in the Holy Quran: “Wa maa ooteetum min al-ilm illaa qaleelan” which means, more or 
less, that, "You have been given a very small portion of knowledge”. Hence, if a person fails to comprehend the 
underlying wisdom of any law of Shariat, he cannot regard it as a fault of Shariat (Allah forbid), on the contrary, it 
is the fault of his own perception and lack of understanding, because no law of Shariat is contradictory to 
wisdom. “(http://www.islam.tc/ask-imam/view.php?q=5482   Darul Iftah, Madrash In’aamiyyah,  Caperdown, 
South Africa)  

 

“In other words, just as legal possession of a fish that has been fished out of the water, makes it Halaal for 
human consumption without the initiation of a formal slaughtering process; similarly legal possession of a slave 
woman made her Halaal for the purpose of coition with her owner without the initiation of a formal marriage 
ceremony.  
 
In short, permission to have intercourse with a slave woman was not something barbaric or uncivilised; on the 
contrary, it was almost as good as a marriage ceremony. In fact, possession of a slave woman resembles a 
marriage ceremony in many ways and both have a lot in common with each other.” (ibid)  

“One question that still remains is whether slavery still legally prevails anywhere in the Islamic world and 
whether it can be successfully implemented in this age. Well, there is no prevalence of lawful slavery in the 
Islamic world today and it would be difficult to implement it because of the stringent conditions attached to it. 
Firstly, the prisoners have to be captured in 'Jihaad' in the true sense of the word.”  (ibid)  

 
 Let’s take one example directly from Muhammad. 
: “The Prophet offered the Fajr Prayer near Khaibar when it was still dark and then said, “Allahu-
Akbar! Khaibar is destroyed, for whenever we approach a (hostile) nation (to fight), then evil will be 
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the morning for those who have been warned.” Then the inhabitants of Khaibar came out running on 
the roads. The Prophet had their warriors killed, their offspr ing and woman taken as captives. 
Safiya was amongst the captives. She first came in the share of Dahya Alkali but later on she 
belonged to the Prophet . The Prophet made her manumission as her ‘Mahr.’”     Sahih Bukhari, Volume 5, 
Book 59, Number 512:   Narrated Anas 
 
Safiya (apparently an incredibly beautiful woman) was married to Muhammad as soon as her 
menstrual cycle was ended…  Like most of Islam you have to search to put this together.  Unlike the 
gospels of the Bible a narrative of the life of Muhammad is not put together under “inspiration”… Ibn 
Ishaq  eventually created the earliest known Muslim biography of Muhammad.  Here is the other side 
of Safiya’s story, the plight of her husband.  

“Kinana, the husband of Safiya, had been guardian of the tribe’s treasures, and he was brought before 
the apostle, who asked where they were hidden. But Kinana refused to disclose the place. Then a Jew 
came who said, ‘I have seen Kinana walk around a certain ruin every morning.’ The apostle asked 
Kinana, ‘Art thou prepared to die if we find thou knewest where the treasure was?’ And he replied, 
‘Yes.’ So the apostle ordered the ruin to be dug up, and some of the treasure was found. After that 
Kinana was asked again about the remainder, but he still refused to tell. The apostle of Allah handed 
him over to al-Zubayr, saying, ‘Torture him until he tells what he knows’, and al-Zubayr kindled a fire 
on his chest so that he almost expired; then the apostle gave him to Muhammad b. Maslama, who 
struck off his head.”  (From Ibn Ishaq’s biography of Muhammad) 

(This makes the Abu Ghraib prison incident look pretty tame doesn’t it?) 

So, you can capture a family in conquest, torture the man to death over treasure and take his greatest 
treasure (his wife) for your own.  Note the handing off of the girl here also.  She was originally in 
Dahya’s share… but she was too pretty.  Muhammad got first dibbs…  

 
Compare this restriction from the Old Testament.   Note this is from about 1700 BC.  The passage 
above is a massive step back from the protection offered through Moses as seen below. 
Exodus 21 
7.  “If a man sells his daughter as a female slave, she is not to go free as the male slaves do. 
 8.  “If she is displeasing in the eyes of her master who designated her for himself, then he shall let her 
be redeemed. He does not have authority to sell her to a foreign people because of his unfairness to 
her. 
 9.  “If he designates her for his son, he shall deal with her according to the custom of daughters. 
10.  “If he takes to himself another woman, he may not reduce her food, her clothing, or her conjugal 
rights. 
 
I have often wondered at why God allowed the institution of slavery to exist.  I suppose it was maybe 
to demonstrate the depravity of man.  Man sinned in the garden and from there the pain of sin drug the 
human race into depravity.   
 
II Chronicles 12: 8.  “But they will become his slaves so that they may learn {the difference between} 
My service and the service of the kingdoms of the countries.” 
 
They reached an all time low in the time of Noah when He destroyed the world.  Then God began 
methodically to lead men out of what can only be described as a sorry state of affairs.  
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 Near the end of the Old Testament times God strongly reigned in this depravity relevant to Marriage. 
 
Malachi 2 
13.  “This is another thing you do: you cover the altar of the LORD with tears, with weeping and with 
groaning, because He no longer regards the offering or accepts {it with} favor from your hand. 
 14.  “Yet you say, ‘For what reason?’ Because the LORD has been a witness between you and the 
wife of your youth, against whom you have dealt treacherously, though she is your companion and 
your wife by covenant. 
 15.  “But not one has done {so} who has a remnant of the Spirit. And what did {that} one {do} while 
he was seeking a godly offspring? Take heed then to your spirit, and let no one deal treacherously 
against the wife of your youth. 
 16.  “For I hate divorce,” says the LORD, the God of Israel, “and him who covers his garment with 
wrong,” says the LORD of hosts. “So take heed to your spirit, that you do not deal treacherously.” 
 17.  You have wearied the LORD with your words. Yet you say, “How have we wearied {Him?}” In 
that you say, “Everyone who does evil is good in the sight of the LORD, and He delights in them,” or, 
“Where is the God of justice?” 
 
400 years before Jesus, the woman is described in no uncertain terms as a companion.  This is how she 
had began in the garden of Eden.  Now she was back to where she belonged.  God was refusing to 
acknowledge these men because they were not dealing properly with their companion.  Older men 
dumping the wives of their youth and going for younger women.  Sounds familiar doesn’t it?  In 
worldly circles it is done.  Within Christian circles it is hypocrisy.  Within Islam it is a right!  
 
You might note what we have already studied… the man’s prayers and relationship with God is 
destroyed by abusing his wife. This was instituted 400 years prior to Jesus.  
Jesus would elevate the status of women even further in His ministry.  A woman not only is a human 
being but a fellow heir.  This is all lost to those in Islam, Muhammad took his slice of humanity 2000 
years backward to a time before Moses.  
 
 

'Omar [one of the Khalifs] was once talking when his wife 
interjected, so he said to her:

Women, intelligence and hellfire 

Part 4  
Muhammad had 15 wives, he allowed everyone else to have 4. By the end of his life, he appears to 
have been pretty cynical.   
In a nutshell, women in Islam have been largely consigned to hell because of their supposed lack of 
intellect and ungratefulness.  
Here are a group of women complaining to Muhammad about his teaching regarding them.  
Muhammad explains why. 
[Muhammad said]: O womenfolk, you should give charity and ask much forgiveness for I saw you in 
bulk amongst the dwellers of Hell. A wise lady among them said: Why is it, Messenger of Allah, that 
our folk is in bulk in Hell? Upon this the Holy Prophet observed:  
 You curse too much and are ungrateful to your spouses.  
 I have seen none lacking in common sense and failing in religion but (at the same time) 
robbing the wisdom of the wise, besides you.  
Upon this the woman remarked: What is wrong with our common sense and with religion? He (the 

Holy Prophet) observed: Your lack of common sense (can be well judged 
from the fact) that the evidence of two women is equal to one man, that is a 
proof of the lack of common sense”  Sahih Muslim, Abdul Hamid Siddiqi, tr., 
Number 142. 
 
Note that it takes two women to override the testimony of one man in a court 
of law.  Crimes against women when they finally do come about are very 
difficult to prove for obvious reasons.   According to Muhammad, what do 
women lack? _______________________  What is the lot of women when 
they die? __________________________  How can we proof women are 
lacking as Muhammad has said? __________________________  Who 
established the burden that Muhammad cited? _____________ 

 
The Prophet (the blessing and peace of Allah be upon him) said: "Isn’t the witness of a woman equal 
to half of that of a man?" The women said: "Yes." He said: "This is because of the deficiency of her 
mind." Sahih Al-Bukhari, Dr. Muhammad Matraji, tr. (New Delhi: Islamic Book Service, 2002), 
Number 2658. 
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What is Muhammad’s explanation of requiring two for one testimony in court? _________________  
Are any of these Christian sources making fun of Islam? ______________  These references may be 
difficult to accept… but are they difficult to understand? _____________________ 
 
Note this is a presumption at all levels of Islam. The Koran and the Hadith are in sync here. Even in 
simple contract law and woman’s word is only of half the value compared to a man’s Surah 2:82 
“ let his guardian dictate with fairness; and call in to witness from among your men two witnesses; but 
if there are not two men, then one man and two women from among those whom you choose to be 
witnesses, so that if one of the two errs, the second of the two may remind the other; and the witnesses 
should not refuse when they are summoned; and be not averse to writing it (whether it is) small or 
large”  

Compare this to the Bible’s estimation of women.  

Strength and dignity are her clothing, And she smiles at the future. She opens her mouth in wisdom, 
And the teaching of kindness is on her tongue.  Proverbs 31:25-26  I will freely admit that some 
Christians are hypocrites and do not respect each other as they should.  But looking at the authorities of 
both religion would it be fair to say, that a hypocritical Christian is still going to be a better bet on 
respecting women than a conservative Muslim?_______________ 

 
Now, consider the implications of all this.  Isaiah in 700 BC (Isaiah 1:18)said “Come now, and let us 

reason together," Says the LORD”  Let’s do just that…. 
 
As a father, I am very protective of my daughter.  I didn’t create 
her in the same sense as the God of heaven and earth did. I am 
simply her earthly father. For anyone to infer that she has half the 
intelligence of anyone is to incur my wrath.  Do you really think 
that God Himself would react in any way short of this? 
__________  Who created women? ____________  Hollywood 
cashes in on the “ditzy blond” mentality.  Does Hollywood cater 
to godliness, or promote women as being simply playthings? 
__________   
Thinking this through carefully where would the source of this 
approach to women most likely come from a) wishful thinking of 

the carnal nature of man b) the creator who cares deeply about the nature and condition of His 
creation?  
 
The Prophet (the blessing and peace of Allah be upon him) said: "I saw paradise and stretched my 
hands towards a bunch (of its fruits) and had I taken it, you would have eaten from it as long as the 
world remains. I also saw the Hell-fire and I had never seen such a horrible sight. I saw that most of 
the inhabitants were women." The people asked: "O Allah’s Apostle! Why is it so?" The Prophet (the 
blessing and peace of Allah be upon him) said: "Because of their ungratefulness." It was asked 
whether they are ungrateful to Allah. The Prophet (the blessing and peace of Allah be upon him) said: 
"They are ungrateful to their companions of life (husbands) and ungrateful to good deeds."  Sahih Al-
Bukhari 1052. 
 
Note that at least here Muhammad uses the term companion to describe the husband wife relationship.  
Does he use it in the same light as Malachi? Malachi 2:13-17 ____________________   
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[Muhammad said], "O women! Give to charity, for I have seen that the majority of the dwellers of 
Hell-Fire were women." The women asked, "O Allah’s Apostle! What is the reason for it?" He said: "O 
women! You curse frequently, and are ungrateful to your husbands. I have not seen anyone more 
deficient in intelligence and religion than you. O women, some of you can lead a cautious man astray”  
Sahih Al-Bukhari  1462 

 

Compare the above to the following Bible passage from I Peter 3 
7.  You husbands in the same way, live with {your wives} in an understanding way, as with someone 
weaker, since she is a woman; and show her honor as a fellow heir of the grace of life, so that your 
prayers will not be hindered. 
 8.  To sum up, all of you be harmonious, sympathetic, brotherly, kindhearted, and humble in spirit; 
 9.  not returning evil for evil or insult for insult, but giving a blessing instead; for you were called for 
the very purpose that you might inherit a blessing. 
 
Is the god of Islam the God of the Bible? ____________  Does a craftsmen care about His work? 
_____________  From our comparison of the sacred writings of these two very different religions 
which God is more likely to have created women? ______________________ 
 
Now compare the attitudes of the Hadith above to the Koran below and I Peter 3:7-9 

Surah 4.043 O ye who believe! Draw not near unto prayer when ye are drunken, till ye know that which ye utter, 
nor when ye are polluted, save when journeying upon the road, till ye have bathed. And if ye be ill, or on a 
journey, or one of you cometh from the closet, or ye have touched women , and ye find not water, then go to 
high clean soil and rub your faces and your hands (therewith). Lo! Allah is Benign, Forgiving. 

This Koranic passage describes losing the right of a man to pray through women.  Peter did as well.

The Prophet Muhmmad's (p.b.u.h.) Farewell Sermon 
 translated by Nuh Ha Mim Keller: 
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O people, hear me well: I explain to you. For I do not know; I may well not meet you again in this 
place where I now stand, after this year of mine.   

O people: your lives and your property, until the very day you meet your Lord, are as inviolable to 
each other as the inviolability of this day you are now in, and the month you are now in. Have I given 
the message? -- O Allah, be my witness. So let whoever has been given something for safekeeping 
give it back to him who gave him it.   

Truly, the usury of the Era of Ignorance has been laid aside forever, and the first usury I begin with is 
that which is due to my father’s brother ‘Abbas ibn ‘Abd al-Muttalib. And truly the blood-vengeance 
of the Era of Ignorance has been laid aside forever, and the first blood-vengeance we shall start with is 
that which is due for the blood of [my kinsman] ‘Amir ibn Rabi‘a ibn Harith ibn ‘Abd al-Muttalib. 
Truly, the hereditary distinctions that were pretensions to respect in the Era of Ignorance have been 
laid aside forever, except for the custodianship of the Kaaba [by Bani ‘Abd al-Dar] and the giving of 
drink to pilgrims [by al-‘Abbas].   

A deliberate murder is subject to retaliation in kind. An accidental death from a deliberate injury 
means a death resulting from [something not usually used or intended as a deadly weapon such as] a 
stick or a rock, for which the indemnity is one hundred camels: whoever asks for more is a person of 
the Era of Ignorance.   

O people: the Devil has despaired of ever being worshipped in this land of yours, though he is content 
to be obeyed in other works of yours, that you deem to be of little importance.   

O people: postponing the inviolability of a sacred month [claiming to postpone the prohibition of 
killing in it to a subsequent month, so as to continue warring despite the sacred month’s having 
arrived] is a surfeit of unbelief, by which those who disbelieve are led astray, making it lawful one year 
and unlawful in another, in order to match the number [of months] Allah has made inviolable. Time 
has verily come full turn, to how it was the day Allah created the heavens and the earth. Four months 
there are which are inviolable, three in a row and forth by itself: Dhul Qa‘da, Dhul Hijja, and 
Muharram; and Rajab, which lies between Jumada and Sha‘ban. Have I given the message? -- O Allah, 
be my witness.   

O people: verily you owe your women their rights, and they owe you yours. They may not lay 
with another men in your beds, let anyone into your houses you do not want without your 
permission, or commit indecency. If they do, Allah has given you leave to debar them, send them 
from your beds, or [finally] strike them in a way that does no harm. But if they desist, and obey 
you, then you must provide for them and clothe them fittingly. The women who live with you are 
like captives, unable to manage for themselves: you took them as a trust from Allah, and enjoyed 
their sex as lawful through a word [legal ruling] from Allah. So fear Allah in respect to women, 
and concern yourselves with their welfare. Have I given the message? -- O Allah, be my witness.   

 O people, believers are but brothers. No one may take his brother’s property without his full consent. 
Have I given the message? -- O Allah, be my witness. Never go back to being unbelievers, smiting 
each other’s necks, for verily, I have left among you that which if you take it, you will never stray after 
me: the Book of Allah. Have I given the message? -- O Allah, be my witness.   

 O people, your Lord is One, and your father is one: all of you are from Adam, and Adam was from the 
ground. The noblest of you in Allah’s sight is the most godfearing: Arab has no merit over non-Arab 
other than godfearingness. Have I given the message? -- O Allah, be my witness.   
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-- At this, they said yes.   

He said, Then let whomever is present tell whomever is absent.   

O people:, Allah has apportioned to every deserving heir his share of the estate, and no deserving heir 
may accept a special bequest, and no special bequest may exceed a third of the estate. A child’s lineage 
is that of the [husband who owns the] bed, and adulterers shall be stoned. Whoever claims to be the 
son of someone besides his father or a bondsman who claims to belong to other than his masters shall 
bear the curse of Allah and the angels and all men: no deflecting of it or ransom for it shall be accepted 
from him. And peace be upon all of you, and the mercy of Allah.

2. The Cow (Al-Baqarah)  
002.205 And when he turneth away (from thee) his effort in the land is to make mischief therein and to destroy the crops and the cattle; and Allah love th not mischief.
2. The Cow (Al-Baqarah)  
002.216 Warfare is ordained for you, though it is hateful unto you; but it may happen that ye hate a thing which is good for you, and it may happen that ye love
2. The Cow (Al-Baqarah)  
002.222 They question thee (O Muhammad) concerning menstruation. Say: It is an illness, so let women alone at such times and go not in unto them till they are cleansed. And when they have purified themselves, then go in unto 
them as Allah hath enjoined upon you. Truly Allah love th those who turn unto Him, and love th those who have a care for cleanness.
